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involved in 2 major activities viz. documentation and dissemination of traditional knowledge
and grassrootsinnovations; livestock development and conservation of local livestock
breeds.

1. Training onGoat Rearing and Herbal Treatment for Animals
SEVA has organized goat rearing training programme and also herbal treatment for animals
for SHG members in the IFARBsited Post Tsunami Sustainable Livelihood Programme
(PTSLPand Volunteers for Education India (V8BEthe coastal panchayats in Thanjavur,
Thiruvarur, Pudukottai, Thoothukudi, Tirunelveli districts. The details are shown below:

Role of Community Liestock Volunteers :

1.Pudukottai district :

We have selected 30 SHG members from 14 panchayats in Pudukottai district and given 2
weeks training to work as Community Livestock Volunteers. Training content include goat
rearing and management practices,rbal preparations for treatment of different disease

of animals. Now they earn Rs. 1681 as average monthly income per CLV. These CLVs inturn
trained village level SHG members througi® 2lays training programme. Totally 1060
members trained.

Total area covered for fodder was 4 acre 10 cents. 12,405 super napier cuttings distributed
for 199 beneficiaries.

Animal Feed unit installed and operated by Mrs. Padmavathy & Revathi, CLVs at
Manamelkudi. 7.95 tonnes of animal feed has been produced &tdhiited on cost basis.

The unit earned profit of Rs. 40000 during 2&10

Due to their animal health servicewnortality rate for adult and kid @at reduced (from
above 20% to % respectively); body weight ga?6.94% for adult goats and 27.25% for kid
goats due to concentrate feed and good animal management after our training programme.
Now animals are weighed while selling with help of CLVs. Annual income of goat rearing
families increased with net annual gain Rs. 26600.

2.Thanjavur and Thiruvarur districts :

We have selected 56 SHG members from 28 panchayats in Thanjavur and Thiruvarur
districts and given 2 weeks training to work as Community Livestock Volunteers. Training
content include goat rearing and management, herbal preparations for treatment of
different disease of animals. exposure visits have been organized for themttbveisiock

farms at Orathanadu veterinary college, Central Institute for Research on Goats, Mathura,
U. P. Now they earn Rs. 2425 as average monthly income per CLV. These CLVs inturn trained
village level SHG members through 2 days training programmallyiot 1029 members
trained in Thanjavur and Thiruvarur districts. With the help of CLVs we organized 56 animal
health camps at the rate of 2 camps/ panchay#e haveprinted 2000copies of book on

Exposure visits have been organized for them to visit goat
farms at Tirunelveli Veterinary college, workshop on Conservation of local livestock breeds
and Herbal Medicine at Trivandram, Central Institute for Research on Goatsutdat. P.

Now they earn Rs. 2175 as average monthly income per CLV. These CLVs inturn trained
village level SHG members through 2 days training programme. Totally 1187 members
trained in Thoothukudi and Tirunelveli districts. With the help of CLVs nganed 60

IFAD assisted Post Tsunami Sustainable Livelihood Programme (PTSLP) with budget of
Rs. 2,56,300 to train350 beneficiaries for 3 days. The resource team include
Dr.Muruganathan, Former Dean, College of Poultry, TANUVAS, Dharmapuri,
P. Vivekanandan, SEVA, A. Swaminathan, SEVA.

We have covered 352 members under 2+1 days itrgirand chosen 41 members as
Community Livestock Volunteers(CLVs) and trained them as vaccinators.

Role of Community Livestock Volunteers (CLVS) :

1) These CLVs can intupnocure day old chicks and rear them for one month and sell

them to other beneficiaries.
2) They can also start their own unit and manage them and earn income.
3) They will also vaccinate others chicks and earn income by collecting service charges
at Rs.1 /bid.

Link with Govt. Free bird distribution Scheme:
At present Tamil Nadu Government is providing 25 free birds per beneficiary under a
scheme to 500 beneficiaries per block(for selected panchyats) in each District. IFAD assisted
trained beneficiaries canvail this opportunity. Ramnad and Puthukottai DIUs have been
pursuing this proposal for extending this support to our trained beneficiaries on poultry
rearing.
Documentation of ITK & Formula for Preventing Coccidiosis :
We have documented few local pramts on feeding and management pbultry birds
including Mrs. Stellamary in Ramnad experiencing zero @dyt rate in country chicken.
SEVA member Ms. Selvi formulated herbal preparation for preventing Coccidipsisitry
birds using locally available ingredients. It has given positive results in 50 birds tested with 5
farmers.
Follow up programme are to be taken up by extending micro credit facilities and also one
year expert visit periodically to the traindmbneficiaries for assuring rearing country chicken
as profitable venture. Capacity building of CLVs is achieved by our follow up programme



2. Documentation and Dissemination of Innovations

During this period we have documented 72 practicesnovations (10 practices on herbal
medicine for human; 53 practices on herbal pragsidor animals; 3 practices on agriculture;

2 practices on gricultural implements; 3 practices on Energy conservation and other
mechancal innovation ; 1 practice orew plant variety). These practices were documented
with the help of National Innovation Foundation, Ahmadabad.

fulfilling legal formalities for registration with NBA or Patent filing.

State Level Grassroots Innovators Workshop :

State level grassroots innovators workshop was held on 23/6/2019ya Bigher secondary
school, Guruvarajpettai, Vellore district. 45 members were participated in the meeting
(including social workers). Moreover 200 students were participated in the meeting.
Innovators describe about their innovations and show through pop@nt presentation.
Retired teacher Mr. V. Palani request students to innovate new innovations Maram
Karunanithi distributed tree seedlings to students. After lunch general body meeting of the
innovators association was held. There was review of mrertture support extended to
innovators and their repayment of loans. Micro venture support of Rs. 75,000 extended to
Mr. Mahendran, Perambalur for promotion of herbal nursery garden (Rs. 50,000) and to
Mrs. R. Latha for her organic pickle making entesgf(Rs. 25,000).
